· Cannot currently be serving on the ABCGN Board of Directors 

NOMINATION PROCESS:
Anyone nominating an individual for the GI Professional of the Year Award must complete the nomination form in this document.

The Nomination form requires the following:
· Nominator and Nominee Information
· Nominator Recommendation Essay – (2) essays, one written by the nominator and one by a colleague who has benefited by his/her professional association with the nominee.

The nomination form requires an essay describing the nominee in 250 words or fewer, which will be reviewed by the ABCGN Awards Committee. The recommendation essay should include the following criteria using the headlines below. These criteria will be used as a part of the scoring criteria for the candidate.  

1. Clinical/Leadership
a. Demonstrates competency and/or leadership in advancing the practice of gastroenterology nursing
b. Impacts positive patient outcomes 
c. Is recognized by peers as an inspiration in the practice of gastroenterology nursing
2. Education
a. Participates in educational programming for peers and the public at large
b. Demonstrates commitment to high standards and competence by effective patient teaching
c. Maintains current knowledge of changes in gastroenterology nursing
3. Service
a. Exercises leadership among colleagues and patients and is recognized as an expert in gastroenterology
b. Seeks to enhance the image of gastroenterology nursing to other health care professionals
c. Supports certification among peers
d. Serves or has served in a leadership role for a GI regional or national society.
